We are facing difficulties getting approval for our church project in 

city of Cambé. We are used to tough city codes, but the city hall of 

Cambé is being truly unreasonable. We believe this is a spiritual 

battle, so we are asking you to pray with us for this approval. 

Meanwhile, we are beginning to raise funds for this construction, 

which will take place in two phases: first we will build the sanctuary 

for 180 people, and then the educational building for our Sunday 

School classes. We need to free our church from their high monthly 

rent. We hope to be able to give you specific numbers in our next 

thank-you letter.
